Jeremiah 31:34 “For | will forgive their wickedness and remember their sins no
more.”

Out of existence:

Isaiah 43:25 “I, even |, am he who blots out your transgressions for my sake,
and remembers your sin no more.”

Isaiah 44:22 “| have swept away your offenses like a cloud, your sins like the
morning mist. Return to me for | have redeemed you.”

Psalm 51:1 “Have mercy on me, oh God, according to your unfailing love;
according to your great compassion blot out my transgressions. Wash away all
my iniquity and cleanse me from my sin.”

Acts 3:19 “Repent, therefore, and return that your sins may be wiped away and
a time of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord.”

And cleanses us from its stain:

1 John 1:9 “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our
sins and cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”
